La Mesita Youth Services is available exclusively to children and teens living
within the La Mesita Community Campus. Families interested in accessing the
program must first become residents of La Mesita Apartments through the
community's leasing process and income eligibility requirements. Once enrolled as
residents, youth can participate in free after-school programming designed to
provide academic support, enrichment, and a safe environment for growth and
connection.

Programming for Kindergarten through 6th grade is offered Monday, Wednesday,
Thursday, and Friday from 3:00 PM to 6:00 PM.
